If your child has a bad sore throat with feverwoBen glands, they should be
seen by a doctor and should get a doctor’s noteréeéturning to school.

If your child has green or yellow mucus in the @mof their eyes, especially
first thing in the morning, they should be seeraldoctor.

If your child has a cold with a really bad runnysear has trouble breathing
through their nose, keep them home for the day.

If your child has a bad cough and is coughing ufpwésh mucus, they
should be seen by a doctor.
