Business Management (45620)—1 trimester 
Grade Levels: 11-12 
Business Management, an advanced-level business course, focuses on 
the opportunities and challenges of ethically managing a business in 
the free-enterprise system. Students will attain an understanding of 
management theories and processes that contribute to the achieve-
ment of organizational goals. 

 
Business and Personal Law (45601)—1 trimester 
Grade Levels: 11-12 
Business and Personal Law, an advanced-level business course, pro-
vides an overview of the legal system. Topics include: basics of the 
law, contract law, personal law, and property law. Both criminal and 
civil trial procedures are covered. Also may include: mock trials, case 
studies, field trips, guest speakers, and Internet projects. 

Computer Applications (45301)—1 trimester 
 MUST COMPLETE TO BE ELIGIBLE FOR DUAL CREDIT 
Grade Levels: 9-12  

Computer Applications is a business course that provides instruction in software 
concepts using Windows Microsoft Office which covers: word processing (Word), spread-
sheet (Excel), database (Access), graphics (Publisher), and presentation (PowerPoint) 
applications. This course emphasizes the time-saving features in each software 
program and how to customize document formatting. 

Advanced Computer Applications A &B (45281-2)—2 trimesters 
Grade Levels: 10-12 (Prerequisite: Computer Applications) 

Advanced Computer Applications is a business course that integrates 
computer technology, decision making, and problem-solving skills, by 
having the students complete real-life projects. Students are given the 
opportunity to use Windows Movie Maker to create a movie that is 
featured on the Clark High School website. 

International Business (45560)—1 trimester 
Grade Levels: 11-12 

International Business, an advanced-level business course, emphasizes 
an awareness of the global economy and how business is conducted. 
Areas of study include the cultural, geographic, political, and legal 
effects on business markets and world trade. Also covered are the 
international aspects of finance, management, marketing, communica-
tion, and technology. 

Marketing (45201)—1 trimester 
Grade Levels: 10-12 
Marketing is a business course that provides the basic introduction to 
the scope and importance of marketing in today’s global economy. 
Students learn the principles of marketing which include: advertising, 
sales/promotion/selling, distribution, pricing, product/service man-
agement, problem solving, and marketing information management. 
 

Personal Finance (45400)—1 trimester  
Grade Levels: 11-12 

This business course focuses on personal financial planning 
through positive money and credit management. Students 
will learn the concepts and principles that provide a basis 
for making sound financial decisions when investing. 

 

Business Professionals of America (BPA)  
is an extra-curricular activity that prepares students for a world-class work-
force through the advancement of leadership, academic, citizenship, and 
technological skills. BPA is a co—curricular organization that supports 
business and information technology education by offering curriculum 
based on national standards. Resources and materials are available on-line. 
Students compete at district, state, and national levels. 

Accounting II A&B (45221-2)—2 trimesters 
Grade Levels: 11-12 (Prerequisite: Accounting 1 A&B) 
Accounting II is an advanced-level business course. The 
Emphasis is placed on corporate accounting and decisions 
made by management in analyzing and interpreting financial 
statements. 

Accounting I A&B (45241-2)—2 trimesters 
Grade Levels: 10-12 
Accounting I is a business course that introduces how companies 
manage, report, and account for their money. This course focuses 
on managerial accounting which involves understanding, analyzing, 
preparing and interpreting financial reports, and recording business 
transactions. 

 
Desktop Publishing A&B (45161-2) & Technical Business Communication (45081) 

PIONEER POST—SCHOOL NEWSPAPER 
3 trimesters  

Grade Levels: 11-12  

(Completion of Advanced Computer Applications A&B HIGHLY RECOMMENDED.) 

PIONEER POST combines Desktop Publishing with Technical Business Com-
munication and is a business course designed to allow students to develop 
proficiency in using desktop publishing software to create a variety of printed 
publications. Students will incorporate journalistic principles in design and 
layout of print including integration of text and graphics. 

 

Planning for College & Career Success (52540)—1 trimester  
Grade Levels: 11 & 12 

This course addresses the knowledge, skills, and behaviors all 
students need to be prepared for success in their college, ca-
reer, and life. The focus of the course is the impact of today’s 
choice on tomorrow’s possibilities.
